If you have saved VIsinto any of these libraries, you should quit the
instaler, launch LabVIEW, copy any such VIsto another place, quit
LabVIEW, and restart the installer.

Differences Between NI-DAQ 6.x and NI-DAQ 4.x

Among the new features of NI-DAQ 6.x, you will find support for new
hardware products, expanded support for existing hardware products, the
new NI-DAQ Configuration Utility, and the new DAQ Channel Wizard.

This section contains information about the new NI-DAQ Configuration
Utility.

6 Read Me
file onthe NI-DAQ 6.6 CD. If you have already installed NI-DAQ, you can
find thisfile in the NI-DAQ 6.6 folder.
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NI-DAQ Configuration Utility

Asof NI-DAQ 6.x, the NI-DAQ Configuration Utility has replaced the
NI-DAQ Control Panel. Asaresult, when you upgrade from NI-DAQ 4.x
or earlier to NI-DAQ 6.6, you will lose all of your configuration
information.

If you are currently using a DAQ device with an NI-DAQ version earlier
than version 6.x, make anote of al of your hardware settingsfor your DAQ
devices and SCX| modules before upgrading to NI-DAQ 6.6. After you
have installed NI-DAQ 6.6, this information will be overwritten, and you
will need to reenter the configuration information manually. For example,
note the gains, filter settings, and terminal block information for SCXI
modules. You can obtain some of thisinformation from the NI-DAQ
Control Panel located in the Control Panel folder inside your System
Folder.

Installing Your DAQ Software and Hardware
on a Mac 0S System

@ Note

Consult your computer and DAQ device user manuals for more detailed
instructions on installing software and hardware on your system. To install
your device, follow these general steps:

Install LabVIEW.

Install your NI-DAQ driver software and the appropriate support files.
Install your DAQ hardware device.

Configure your device using the NI-DAQ Configuration Utility.

If desired, configure your channels with the DAQ Channel Wizard.

The NI-DAQ driver software that ships with your hardware is the latest
version of NI-DAQ. In some cases, LabVIEW will install an older version
of the NI-DAQ driver software. In such cases, you should install the
NI-DAQ software that shipped with your hardware after you haveinstalled
LabVIEW.

If your computer does not support NI-DAQ 6.6, NI-DAQ 4.9 will automatically

beinstalled. If your computer supports both NI-DAQ 6.6 and NI-DAQ 4.9, the installer
prompts you to select the desired version.
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Installing PCI DAQ Devices on Mac 0S

Turn off your computer and install your PCI device by following the
instructions in your device user manual. Mac OS will recognize your
device when you restart your computer. To use your device, you must first
assign it a device number using the NI-DAQ Configuration Utility.

Installing PC Card Devices on Mac 0S

NI-DAQ 6.6 supports hot-swapping of PC Card devices. However, the
NI-DAQ Configuration Utility will not recognize the device if you swap
devices while the utility is running. Close the NI-DAQ Configuration
Utility before hot-swapping a PC Card device. To use your device, you
must first assign it a device number using the NI-DAQ Configuration
Utility.

To view the NI-DAQ Configuration Utility online help file, choose the
NI-DAQ Help Topicsitem from the Help menu when the NI-DAQ
Configuration Utility is running. To view the LabVIEW/DAQ online help
file, choose Online Reference from the Help menu when LabVIEW is
running. To view the DAQ Channel Wizard online help file, click on the
Help button on the front panel when the DAQ Channel Wizard is running.

NI-DAQ 6.6 a so ships with online versions of National Instruments
hardware user manuals. These user manual s are shipped with your software
as Adobe Acrabat version 3.0 portable document format (PDF) files.

To install these manuals, launch the installer and drag the Documentation
icon to the hard drive on which you want to install the manuals. You can
read all these PDF files with the Acrobat Reader.

To install the Acrobat Reader, launch the Install Acrobat Reader 3.0
file from the NI-DAQ 6.6»Documentation»Adobe Acrobat
Installer »Reader folder and follow the prompts.
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The PDF files are electronic duplicates of the printed documentation.
However, unlike the printed document, the PDF file assigns consecutive
numbers to each page throughout the document and displays this page
number in the lower left corner of the Acrobat window. When you choose
the View»Go T o Page option or are printing pages, you must use the page
numbersin the lower left corner of the window, not the number displayed
at the bottom center of each manual page or listed in the contentsand index.
The number in the bottom center of the pageisfor printed documents only.

Click on any entry in the table of contentsto jump directly to that topic’'s
page. You can jump to major sections within each manual quickly and
easily by clicking on the bookmarks.
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
